The St. Mary Parish Council met on this date in Regular Session with Chairman Kevin Voisin
presiding and the following members present: Rev. Craig Mathews, J Ina, Dale Rogers, Glen
Hidalgo, Ken Singleton, James Bennett, Sterling Fryou, Paul P. Naquin, Jr., and Gabriel Beadle.
Absent was Patrick Hebert.

The Invocation was pronounced by Mr. Fryou and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr.
Bennett.

Mr. Naquin moved that the reading of the minutes of the First Regular Meeting, August 8, 2018,
be dispensed with and that the same be approved. Mr. Fryou seconded the motion, which
carried.

Coach Clint Judice, Coach Heath Lovell, and Team Louisiana Dixie Youth Majors Baseball
team appeared before the Council thanking them and the community for their support. Coach
Judice explained that the team earned a second place finish in the 2018 Dixie Youth Baseball
World Series held in Lumberton, North Carolina.

Mr. Rogers moved that the following Resolution be adopted. The Council seconded the motion,
which carried by the following 10-0-0-1 Roll Call vote:

Representative Beryl A. Amedee, State Representative District 51, 302 School Street, Houma,
Louisiana appeared before the Council to discuss the legislative review and update.

Representative Amedee handed out a form highlighting St. Mary Parish and projects that are
included in House Bill 2 (HB2) and reported on the 2018 legislative sessions.

Representative Amedee expounded on the budget, reviewed the three special session legislature,
advising that a stronger anti-hazing law enacted. She also expounded on House Bill 446, Senate
Bill 548, House Bill 292, House Bill 503, House Bill 281, House Bill 875, Senate Bill 235, new
laws enacted in 2018, regulation on abortion, K-12 education, Department of Health (including
nursing homes), SNAP (Food Stamp benefits), Higher Education, TOPS funding, GO Grants,
Non-Public School Assistance, DA’s and Assistant DA’s, Constables and Justice of the Peace,
Special Schools, local housing of state prisoners, Federal Income Tax Reform, funded vacancies,
Total Fiscal Year 18-19 Appropriations, DOTD updates, Gaming Bill concerning fantasy sports,
six Constitutional Amendments on November 2018 Ballot, Gas Tax increase, and Fiscal Reform.

In response to Mr. Ina’s inquiry regarding educator’s retirement benefits and full social security
benefits, Representative Amedee explained that the Federal Government gave each state the
option to receive both the state retirement and social security or the option to only offer one or
the other. Louisiana did not choose the option to receive both due to the extreme expense.

Parish President Hanagriff and several of the Councilmen thanked Representative Amedee on
her help with the recent sessions.

Mr. Voisin recognized Franklin City Councilman, Joseph Garrison and he thanked the Council
for all that they do for the Parish.

Mr. Guy Pitts, Pitts and Matte, C.P.A. to present the 2017 Parish-wide St. Mary Parish Reporting
Entity Audit Report for the year ending December 31, 2017.

Mr. Pitts reported that their opinion is an unmodified or clean auditor’s opinion on this primary
government only financial statement.

Mr. Pitts advised that this report includes all information in the initial financial report and the
forty discretely presented component units.

Mr. Pitts also presented for the Council’s review a Parish-wide four (4) page Summary of the
Audit Highlights for 2017 which included the following: Type of Opinion; Management’s
Discussion and Analysis (MD&A); Statement of Net Position — Summary of 2017; Statement of
Activities; detailed information for discretely presented component entities (pages 154-161);
Statement of Activity (pages 162-169); Summary of Federal Awards Internal Control &
Compliance for Council and Component Units (with page numbers where detailed information
may be found); Federal Awards; Internal Control & Compliance Overall (with page numbers
where detailed information may be found); Internal Control & Compliance-Major; Prior Year
Findings & Corrective Action; Management’s Corrective Action Plan for 2017 Findings and
Other Significant Items for Consideration for the Council only, i.e., Landfill, Sanitation & Sewer
Construction, Small Animal, Jail Operating and Maintenance, and Golf Course.

Mr. Pitts stated that a number of funds were combined during 2016, suggested that the Parish
Council consider combining additional funds, particularly Reduction & Transfer, and Sanitation
and also suggested considering an in-direct cost allocation to federal funded projects that would
qualify for reimbursement.



In response to Mr. Beadle’s inquiry, Mr. Pitts explained that the summary is not an opinion but
rather factual information and referred to page 166 of the report.

In response to Rev. Mathews’ inquiry, Mr. Pitts stated that the Port Commissions are not part of
the reporting entities and that the ad valorem taxes are generally for debt or for operation &
maintenance funding.

Mr. Naquin moved that the St. Mary Parish Reporting Entity Audit Report for the year ending
December 31, 2017, be accepted. Rev. Mathews seconded the motion, which carried.

Willie Peters, 246 Gumpoint Lane, Franklin, Louisiana, appeared before the board with concerns
regarding Irish Bend Road and Gumpoint Lane road conditions.

Mr. Peters also informed of the NAACP’s Black and White Gala to be held on September 8,
2018 beginning with a meet and greet at 6:00 p.m. at the Patterson Civic Center in Patterson,
Louisiana.

Clarence Robinson, Jr., 405 Holden Street, Berwick, Louisiana, appeared before the Council to
inform of the Annual 5K Run/Walk for 100 Black Men of St. Mary, Inc. to be held on September
1, 2018 at 8:00 at City Hall in Morgan City, Louisiana.

Mr. Ina requested to move up Item 16B, “Mr. Ina to request an allocation of $1,500 from Wards
1,2,3,4,7 & 10 3/10% Sales Tax Fund to the 100 Black Men of St. Mary, Inc. for the Annual
5K Run/Walk.”

Mr. Ina moved that funds in the amount of $1,500.00 be allocated from the Gaming Receipt
Fund to 100 Black Men of St. Mary, Inc. for the Annual 5K Run/Walk. Rev. Mathews seconded
the motion, which carried.

Parish President, David Hanagriff, informed that the Mississippi River Commission will make
their annual Low Water Inspection tour on the Motor Vessel MISSISSIPPI on August 23, 2018.
Transportation will be available at the Port of Morgan City at 8:15 a.m. and a reception will be
held at 6:00 p.m. at Nico Bella in Morgan City

Mr. Hanagriff further informed that Major General Keiser, President of the Mississippi River
Commission, will have the Stakeholders meeting on August 24, 2018 from 9:00 to noon at the
Port of Morgan City.

Mr. Hanagriff informed that he will attend the Official Realignment of Young Memorial Campus
with South Louisiana Community College (SLCC) on August 24, 2018 at 1:00 p.m.

Mr. Hanagriff stated that the Shrimp and Petroleum Festival Pageant and Ball will be held
August 26, 2018. The Shrimp and Petroleum Festival will be held August 31, 2018 through
September 3, 2018.

Chief Administrative Officer, Henry “Bo” LaGrange, presented his report for a two (2) week
period ending August 22, 2018. (All items are informational)

In response to Mr. Rogers’ inquiry, Mr. LaGrange stated that the Farmer’s Market is approved
and interested persons can obtain an application for approval from the Parish Council’s Office,
5™ Floor Courthouse in Franklin, Louisiana.

In response to several Councilmen’s inquiries, Mr. LaGrange stated that the contract for the
Burn’s Point Fishing Pier has been awarded and that the request for the Amelia Wharf’s repair
will be on September 12, 2018 agenda.

Mr. Rogers moved that the Airport Advisory Committee Report, August 16, 2017 be approved.
Mr. Fryou seconded the motion, which carried.



Rev. Mathews introduced the following ordinances:

ORDINANCE NO.

An Ordinance authorizing the President of St. Mary Parish to enter into
a Servitude and Right-of-Way Agreement with Jimmie B. Rogers and
Cynthia V. Rogers relative to Flattown Road.

BE IT ORDAINED by the St. Mary Parish Council, in regular session convened:

SECTION I. That the Parish of St. Mary enter into a Servitude and Right-of-Way
Agreement relative to Flattown Road all in accordance with the basic terms and conditions
contained in Exhibit “A”, attached hereto.

SECTION II. That David Hanagriff, Parish President is authorized to execute such lease
on behalf of the Parish Council.

SECTION 1ll.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed.

SECTION IV. This ordinance shall become effective upon adoption.

SERVITUDE AND RIGHT-OF-WAY AGREEMENT

Before me, the undersigned notary public, and in the presence of the two undersigned

competent witnesses, personally came and appeared:

JIMMIE B. ROGERS and CYNTHIA V. ROGERS, husband and wife, living

and residing together, residents of and having a mailing address of P.O. Box

335, Charenton, LA 70523;
who do by these presents, now and forever, dedicate a roadway and drainage servitude and right-
of-way to public use, unto and in favor of the ST. MARY PARISH GOVERNMENT, the
inhabitants of St. Mary Parish, and to the public in general as a public roadway, in and to the

following described property:

That certain parcel of land lying and being situated in Section 46, T13S-R9E,
St. Mary Parish, Louisiana, and being more fully shown, designated and
described as Tract “ABCDA” on a Drawing showing proposed roadway and
drainage servitude and right-of-way across the property of Jimmie B. Rogers



and Cynthia V. Rogers, prepared by Miller Engineers and Associates, dated
July 18, 2018, and which Drawing is attached hereto and made part hereof;
said tract being bounded Northeast by Flattown Road, Southeast by Flattown
Road, Southwest by property owned by Jimmie B. Rogers and Cynthia V.
Rogers, and Northwest by Chitimacha Trail.

It is expressly understood that this dedication of the above described servitudes is made
solely for the construction and maintenance of a roadway and drainage, and not a conveyance of
the fee title thereto, and the grantor by these presents especially does not transfer any right to oil,
gas, and other minerals, mineral rights, and/or mineral servitudes lying in, on, or under the area
herein subjected to said roadway and drainage servitudes, it being specifically understood,
however, that while no exploration, drilling, nor mining of gas, oil, and other minerals of any
kind shall be conducted upon the area covered by said servitude of right-of-way, there may be
directional drilling from adjacent lands to extract the oil, gas, or other minerals from under the

area subject to said servitude.

And now appears ST. MARY PARISH GOVERNMENT, represented herein by its duly
authorized President, DAVID HANAGRIFF, who accepts this agreement.

ORDINANCE NO.

This Ordinance having been offered and read on this the 22" day of August, 2018; having been
published in accordance with law.

Mr. Beadle introduced the following ordinances:
ORDINANCE NO.

An ordinance providing policies and procedures for districts,
agencies, boards, and commissions heretofore or hereafter created
by the St. Mary Parish Council or its predecessor, the St. Mary
Parish Police Jury; consolidating and delegating certain
governmental functions of said districts, agencies, boards, and
commissions; and providing for other matters in connection
therewith.

WHEREAS, this St. Mary Parish Council, pursuant to the authority granted it by the
Home Rule Charter of the Parish of St. Mary, State of Louisiana (the “Parish™), and by Article
VI, Section 15 of the Constitution of the State of Louisiana of 1974, and other constitutional and
statutory authority, desires to provide uniform policies and procedures applicable to all districts,
agencies, boards, commissions and similar entities (collectively, “Parochial Subdivisions™)
created by this Parish Council or its predecessor, the Police Jury of the Parish of St. Mary, State
of Louisiana; and

WHEREAS, this Parish Council, acting as the governing authority of the Parish, hereby
determines that the establishment of uniform policies and procedures for Parochial Subdivisions
and the consolidation and delegation of certain governmental functions of Parochial Subdivisions
will provide better efficiency and are in the best interest of the citizens of the Parish;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the St. Mary Parish Council, acting as
the governing authority of the Parish, that:

ARTICLE |
APPLICABILITY

SECTION 1.1. Applicability. The provisions of this Ordinance shall apply to all
Parochial Subdivisions, including, but not limited to, drainage districts, fire protection districts,
recreation districts, and water and sewer districts and commissions. This Ordinance shall also
apply, to the extent allowed by law, to any other political subdivision not created by this Parish
Council if (i) this Parish Council appoints all of the members of the governing authority thereof
and (ii) the political subdivision is considered a component entity for purposes of the Parish’s
audit. The provisions of this Ordinance shall apply to all Parochial Subdivisions hereafter
created by this Parish Council unless otherwise exempted.

This Ordinance shall not be applicable to Hospital Service District No. 1 of the Parish of
St. Mary, State of Louisiana, Hospital Service District No. 2 of the Parish of St. Mary, State of
Louisiana, or to any district, agency, board, commission or similar entity created by the
Legislature of the State of Louisiana that does not meet the requirements listed above in this
Section.

SECTION 1.2. Waivers and Exceptions. No Parochial Subdivision, other than those
exempted by Section 1.1 hereof, may be exempted from any or all provisions of this Ordinance
unless such exemption is granted by adoption of an ordinance by this Parish Council.

ARTICLE Il
EMPLOYEES AND HUMAN RESOURCES

SECTION 2.1. Personnel Policy Manual. All Parochial Subdivisions shall be governed
by and shall adhere to the Parish Personnel Policy Manual and any amendments thereto, and the
Parochial Subdivisions shall adopt and implement the Parish Personnel Policy Manual not later
than ninety (90) days from the effective date of this Ordinance.




Notwithstanding the foregoing, Parochial Subdivisions may adopt any policies pertaining
to holidays, sick leave, vacation and retirement plans that it believes appropriate for its
employees, provided that any of the foregoing benefits may not exceed those offered to Parish
employees. In addition, health, life, vision, dental and disability insurance policies shall be
exempted from this Ordinance, except that employer premium contributions and reimbursement
percentages for these policies shall not exceed those offered to Parish employees as stated and
amended from time to time by the Parish Chief Administrative Officer.

SECTION 2.2. Human Resources and Payroll. Subject to the provisions of the second
paragraph of this Section, all human resource and employee payroll functions of Parochial
Subdivisions shall be performed by the Parish through the Parish government staff, provided that
the Parish may, in its discretion, delegate such functions to Parochial Subdivisions to the extent it
deems necessary.

The provisions of this Section 2.2 will be implemented in accordance with a schedule to
be prepared by the Chief Administrative Officer of the Parish. The Parish Chief Administrative
Officer shall report on the status of the implementation required in this Section 2.2 to this Parish
Council quarterly until all human resource and payroll functions of all Parochial Subdivisions
have been assumed by the Parish.

SECTION 2.3. Employee Status. Current employees of each Parochial Subdivision shall
remain and future employees shall be employees of the respective Parochial Subdivision. No
current or future employees of Parochial Subdivisions shall be under the employ of the Parish,
and nothing in this Section or elsewhere contained in this Ordinance shall be so construed.

ARTICLE IlI
PURCHASING AND ACCOUNTING SERVICES

SECTION 3.1. Purchasing. All purchasing functions of Parochial Subdivisions shall be
performed by the Parish through Parish government staff, and the Chief Administrative Officer
of the Parish may implement a purchase order system to be used by Parochial Subdivisions. Said
purchase order system may, in the discretion of the Parish, provide that certain classes of
expenditures or expenditures that fall below a certain threshold may be paid directly by Parochial
Subdivisions without necessity of a purchase order number.

All purchases by the Parish on behalf of Parochial Subdivisions shall be made in the
name of said Parochial Subdivisions as required by law and in accordance with any other
applicable law, including any applicable public bid laws.

SECTION 3.2. Emergency Purchases. Emergency purchases may be made only in
accordance with the Parish’s purchasing policy.

SECTION 3.3. Accounting Services. Accounting services and functions of Parochial
Subdivisions related to this Ordinance, including accounts payable, shall be performed by the
Parish through Parish government staff. The Parish shall provide a monthly report to each
Parochial Subdivision that compares amounts paid and received by the Parish on behalf of the
Parochial Subdivision to budgeted amounts.

SECTION 3.4. Implementation. The provisions of this Article 11 will be implemented
in accordance with a schedule to be prepared by the Chief Administrative Officer of the Parish.
The Parish Chief Administrative Officer shall report on the status of the implementation required
in this Section 3.4 to this Parish Council quarterly until the purchasing and accounting services
described herein of all Parochial Subdivisions have been assumed by the Parish.

ARTICLE IV
APPROVAL OF BUDGETS, BORROWINGS AND TAX LEVIES

SECTION 4.1. Annual Budgets. Each Parochial Subdivision shall submit its annual
budget to the Director of Finance of the Parish for review not less than sixty (60) days before the
beginning of the Parochial Subdivision’s fiscal year. Approval of each budget shall be by
adoption of a resolution by this Parish Council after a public hearing is held thereon. Each
parochial subdivision shall comply with the provisions of Article IV for the next fiscal year




following the Parish’s implementation of the provisions of Article 1l and Article Il for each
respective parochial subdivision.

Each budget shall, prior to submission to the Parish, be adopted by the Parochial
Subdivision. This Parish Council may approve a budget with any changes it deems necessary, in
which event the Parochial Subdivision shall adopt the budget as so revised and approved by this
Parish Council.

If this Parish Council does not approve the budget (with or without revisions) of a
Parochial Subdivision prior to the beginning of the Parochial Subdivision’s fiscal year, the
budget previously approved by the Parochial Subdivision and submitted to this Parish Council
for approval shall be effective as of the first day of the Parochial Subdivision’s fiscal year.

SECTION 4.2. Amended Budgets. A Parochial Subdivision may amend its budget at
any time, provided that the Parish Director of Finance is notified of the proposed amendment not
less than thirty (30) days before the next regularly scheduled meeting of this Parish Council.
Approval of each amended budget shall be by adoption of a resolution by this Parish Council
after a public hearing is held thereon.

Each amended budget shall, prior to submission to the Parish, be adopted by the
Parochial Subdivision. This Parish Council may approve an amended budget with any changes it
deems necessary, in which event the Parochial Subdivision shall adopt the budget as so revised
and approved by this Parish Council.

If this Parish Council does not approve the amended budget (with or without revisions) of
a Parochial Subdivision within thirty (30) days of the date on which such amended budget is
submitted to the Parish Council for approval, the budget previously approved by the Parochial
Subdivision and submitted to this Parish Council for approval shall be effective as of the thirtieth
(30'") day after such submission to the Parish Council.

SECTION 4.3. Borrowings and Elections. In accordance with the Home Rule Charter
and the Constitution of the State of Louisiana, no Parochial Subdivision may incur debt or call
any election without approval of this Parish Council. Any such approval of this Parish Council
shall be by resolution. Lease-purchase agreements shall be considered debt for purposes of this
Section unless said agreement satisfies the provisions of La. R.S. 39:1410.60.

SECTION 4.4. Tax Levies. In accordance with the Home Rule Charter and the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana, any ad valorem, sales and use or other tax to be levied by
a Parochial Subdivision shall be approved by this Parish Council and shall be by resolution. This
Parish Council may, in its discretion, approve all ad valorem taxes to be levied in a tax year by
all Parochial Subdivisions in a single resolution.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, any sales and use tax currently being levied by a

Parochial Subdivision is hereby confirmed and approved.

ARTICLE V
PROVISION OF SERVICES BY THE PARISH

SECTION 5.1. Fee for Services. In order to reimburse the Parish for the services and
functions provided for in this Ordinance, the Parish may charge a reasonable fee to recover the
costs of providing said services. The amount of this fee shall be recommended by the Parish
Chief Administrative Officer and approved by this Parish Council, in its sole discretion. The fee
shall be subject to adjustment from time to time in the sole discretion of this Parish Council. In
addition, a minimum fee may be charged to the Parochial Subdivisions for the establishment of
resources to implement and enforce this Ordinance, as recommended by the Parish Chief
Administrative Officer and approved by this Parish Council.

Nothing in this Section shall be construed to require uniformity of fees charged to
Parochial Subdivisions.



SECTION 5.2. Parish not Liable. All expenses, obligations, and indebtedness of
Parochial Subdivisions, heretofore or hereafter incurred, shall be and shall remain expenses,
obligations, and indebtedness of such Parochial Subdivision, and neither the Parish nor this
Parish Council shall be liable or obligated in any manner for the payment of any such expense,
obligation, or indebtedness, and nothing in this Ordinance shall be construed as constituting an
assumption or guarantee by the Parish or this Parish Council for the payment of any such
expense, obligation or indebtedness.

ARTICLE VI
INFORMATION AND COOPERATION

SECTION 6.1. Cooperative Endeavor Agreements. Each Parochial Subdivision shall
provide, within sixty (60) days of receipt of a request from the Chief Administrative Officer of
the Parish, a list and true and complete copy of all cooperative endeavor agreements,
intergovernmental agreements, or any similar agreement then in effect to which such Parochial
Subdivision is a party.

The Parish may, in its sole discretion, but is not required to, act in the place and stead of a
Parochial Subdivision in order to ensure compliance with a cooperative endeavor agreement,
intergovernmental agreement, or any similar agreement to which such Parochial Subdivision is a
party. Such action by the Parish shall not constitute an assignment of such agreement, nor shall
it be construed as an assumption by the Parish of any obligation(s) thereunder.

SECTION 6.2. Additional Information and Cooperation. Each Parochial Subdivision
shall provide any other information, assistance or cooperation reasonably required by the Parish
or Parish officials to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, including the establishment of
any additional account(s) as deemed necessary by the Parish Director of Finance for the purposes
hereof.

SECTION 6.3 Any changes to this ordinance or policy changes made by the Parish
Government for the implementation of this ordinance shall be sent in written form via certified
mail to all of the Parochial Subdivisions.

ARTICLE VI
PENALTIES FOR NON-COMPLIANCE

SECTION 7.1. Non-Compliance and Removal. In the event that a Parochial Subdivision
or any of its individual members shall fail to comply with any of the provisions of this
Ordinance, the Chief Administrative Officer of the Parish may give notice by certified letter that
the Parochial Subdivision or one or more of its individual members is not in compliance with this
Ordinance. The Parochial Subdivision or its members, as applicable, shall have 30 days from
receipt of the letter to correct said non-compliance.

If the Parochial Subdivision or its members are still not in compliance after 30 days, a
second and final notice by certified letter shall be sent to said Parochial Subdivision or members.
Upon receipt of the second notice, the Parochial Subdivision or its members, as applicable, shall
have 15 days to correct said non-compliance. If the Parochial Subdivision or its members are
still not in compliance after 15 days, this Parish Council, on its own initiative or upon the
recommendation of the Parish Chief Administrative Officer, may, by majority vote, (i) in the
case of non-compliance by the Parochial Subdivision, remove any or all members from office in
its discretion, or (ii) in the case of non-compliance by one or more members, remove said non-
compliant members from office.

SECTION 7.2. Cost of Enforcement. The Parochial Subdivision shall be responsible for
any and all costs arising from its non-compliance and the enforcement of the provisions of this
Ordinance by the Parish, including but not limited to costs associated with the provision of notice
by the Parish.




ARTICLE VIII
MISCELLANEOUS

SECTION 8.1. Record Retention. Records pertaining to the services and functions
herein provided shall be retained on file with the Parish.

SECTION 8.2. Prior Ordinances. All other resolutions, ordinances, or parts of
resolutions or ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 8.3.  Severability. If any provision of this Ordinance shall be held to be
illegal or invalid, such illegality or invalidity shall not affect any other provision of this
Ordinance, but this Ordinance shall be construed and enforced as if such illegal or invalid
provisions had not been contained herein.

SECTION 8.4 Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be effective immediately unless
vetoed by the Parish President.

This ordinance having been offered and read on this the 22" day of August 2018; having been
published in accordance with law.

ORDINANCE NO.

An Ordinance to replace, amend, and re-enact Ordinance Nos.
2074, 2057, 1962, 1824, 1194, 1177, 1169, 1160 and 1128,
establishing general rules and regulations to the code of ordinances
relating to Board members, Commission members, and Advisory
Board members policies for qualifications, filling vacancies,
reporting requirements to the Parish Council, meeting rules and
requirements and establishing enforcement and providing penalties
for violation of this Ordinance.

WHEREAS, the St. Mary Parish Council recognizes that it has the duty and obligation,
pursuant to the provisions of Article XII, Section 3 of the Louisiana Constitution, to insure that
no person shall be denied the right to observe the deliberations of public bodies and examine
public documents, except in cases established by law.

WHEREAS, the St. Mary Parish Council declares that to fully insure the right of its
citizens to observe the deliberations of public bodies and examine public documents, minimal
requirements regarding the membership and conduct of the members of all boards of
commissioners and advisory committees created by St. Mary Parish Council are appropriate as
well as minimal requirements relating to the conduct, location, time and hour of the meetings of
the respective boards of commissioners and advisory committees created by the St. Mary Parish
Council.

WHEREAS, the St. Mary Parish Council further declares that, pursuant to the powers
granted by operating under a Home Rule Charter, to facilitate this goal it is necessary and
desirable and in the best interest of the citizens of St. Mary Parish to establish minimum
requirements of membership, procedural conduct and civility regarding all boards, commissions
and advisory committees created by the St. Mary Parish Council.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the St. Mary Parish Council, acting as
the governing authority of the Parish of St. Mary, State of Louisiana, that the following be
enacted as follows:

SECTION I. Qualifications for Board, Commission and Advisory committee
members created by the St. Mary Parish Concil and board members for which the
appointment authority lies with the St. Mary Parish Council as required by State Law or
some other cooperative endeavor agreement developed for the St. Mary Parish
Government or its component entities.



A. All Board, Commission or Advisory committee members must be registered voters
within St. Mary Parish.

B. All Board, Commission or Advisory committee members must maintain compliance
with any and all training and public disclosure requirements (i.e. Ethics Training,
Financial Disclosures, etc.) as well as all comply with all applicable ethics codes.

C. All Boards, Commissions and Advisory Committees must hold, at a minimum,
election of officers every two years, and those that have not done so previously must
hold elections immediately.

D. All Board, Commission or Advisory committee members, at the conclusion of their
respective term, must, if he or she wishes to be reappointed, timely reapply for
reappointment for consideration of continuing service on the respective Board,
Commission or Advisory Committee.

E. Any member of a board, commission or advisory committee appointed by the parish
who shall miss three meetings in any 12-month period of time without good cause
stated to the parish council shall be terminated from the board or commission.

F. Any member so terminated shall be notified in writing by the parish council and
shall be given an opportunity to present evidence on good cause for missing
attendance at such meeting. A decision of the parish council, after reviewing the
information submitted by such member shall be communicated to the member within
ten (10) days. Thereafter, if the parish council does not determine good cause, the
office shall be declared vacant and the vacancy shall be filled by the parish council
in accordance with law.

SECTION II. Policies and rules to fill vacancies forBoard, Commission and
Advisory committee members created by the St. Mary Parish Council and board members
for which the appointment authority lies with the St. Mary Parish Council as required by
State Law or some other cooperative endeavor agreement developed for the St. Mary
Parish Government or its component entities

A. Advertisement: Vacancies on all Parish Boards, Commissions and Advisory
committees created either by the expiration of term or by resignation shall be advertised
in the official journal of the Parish of St. Mary or in a daily newspaper in general
circulation in the geographic area of the Parish where the vacancy occurs at least two
(2) times within a thirty (30) day period prior to the vacancies being filled. Said notice shall
include:

1. The name of the Board, Commission or Advisory committee and the
qualifications for appointment to the vacancy;

2. The date and time that the St. Mary Parish Council will meet to fill such vacancy;

3. The deadline for the submission of applications by qualified persons;

4. The name of the person, his or her official title, and the address to where
applications can be mailed or personally submitted.

B. This policy shall include vacancies on all Parish Boards, Commissions and Advisory
committees for which the appointment authority lies with the St. Mary Parish Council.

C. Any person qualified for appointment to a vacancy on a Parish Board, Commission or
Advisory committee shall submit an application to the Clerk of the Council no later
than noon on the Thursday preceding the date of the meeting of the Parish Council at
which the vacancy will be filled. Any outgoing member to any Board, Commission
or Advisory committee who wishes to be reappointed shall inform the Clerk of the
Council as to any changes to his or her application before the said deadline to be
eligible for consideration by the Parish Council. All applications for appointment shall
be reviewed by the Clerk, who shall certify the eligibility of the applicant to serve on the
Board, Commission or Advisory committee. The Clerk of the Council shall submit the
applications of all applicants to the St. Mary Parish Council members at least twenty-four
(24) hours prior to the commencement of the meeting of the St. Mary Parish Council



which is scheduled to fill said vacancy.
D. No applicant shall be denied on the basis of race, religion, gender or age.

E. The St. Mary Parish Council shall make an appointment to a vacancy on a Board,
Commission or Advisory committee by a majority vote of the Council members
present at the regularly scheduled meeting of the Council from those applications
received.

F. Unless otherwise provided by the Revised Statutes of the State of Louisiana, all members
of any Board, Commission or Advisory committee board whose appointing authority
is the St. Mary Parish Council, and/or its predecessors or successors, shall serve staggered
terms of no more than six (6) years. At the end of each six (6) year period, said
office shall be declared vacant. This Section shall be subject to the following
rules:

1. Any person serving on any Parish Board, Commission or Advisory committee
board who, at the time of the adoption of this Ordinance, has served a term of longer
than six (6) years without being reappointed to that position by the St. Mary Parish
Council shall have his or her office on said Board or Commission declared vacant
effective upon the adoption of this ordinance.

2. All person currently serving on a Board, Commission or Advisory committee,
whose appointing authority is the St. Mary Parish Council, and whose appointment
was for an indefinite term and who have served for less than six (6) years from the
date of their appointment at the time of the adoption of this Ordinance shall have his
or her appointment considered vacant at the end of six (6) calendar years from the
date of the last appointment to said Board, Commission or Advisory committee
board of that person.

3. Those person(s) holding an appointment to a Board, Commission or Advisory
committee whose appointing authority is the St. Mary Parish Council and whose
appointment was for a definite term of less than six (6) years, shall have his or her
appointment be considered vacant at the end of the term in office for which he or she
was appointed.

G. The Clerk of the Council shall prepare an official application form which may be used
by any person wishing to submit his or her application to fill a vacancy on any Parish
Board, Commission or Advisory committee.

H. The effective period of the applications submitted shall continue to be available for
consideration by the council for a period of one hundred eighty (180) days after the
date to fill the vacancy noted in said advertisement, or the vacancy is filled,
whichever occurs first.

I. If a vacancy is not filled on the date noted in said advertisement, the Parish Council
may place the appointment to fill such a vacancy on a subsequent agenda, without the
need for additional advertisement; provided that it is placed on the agenda within one
hundred eighty (180) days of the date noted in the advertisement. During this period
all applications submitted for said positions may be considered, including additional
applications submitted subsequent to the date noted in the advertisement.

SECTION IIl. St. Mary Parish Boards, Commissions and Advisory Committees
and the St. Mary Parish Government Component entities (where the St. Mary Parish
Council appoints 100% of the board memberspeneral reporting requirements to the St
Mary Parish Council and the Clerk of the Council:

A. All Boards, Commissions and Advisory Committee meetings must comply with all
applicable open meeting and public records laws.

B. All Boards, Commissions and Advisory Committees must adopt governing By-Laws
and submit a copy of same to the St. Mary Parish Council Clerk upon approval of
Board.



C. All Board, Commission or Advisory committees must comply with and maintain
appropriate professional decorum during its proceedings, and must conduct its
meetings in a manner promoting civility and respect for the members and the public.

D. All Parish Board, Commission or Advisory committees shall comply with all
applicable provisions of state law regarding the taking and publication of minutes.
Included in said minutes shall be recordation of those members of the Boards of
Commissioners present at each meeting. Attendance at all meetings of the various
Boards, Commissions and Advisory groups is essential for the orderly operation of
the districts and advisory groups.

E. All Parish Board, Commission or Advisory committees shall send to the Council
Clerk, by fax or e-mail, the time, date and place of any meeting held pursuant to the
Louisiana Open Meetings Law, along with the agenda of the meeting, at least twenty-
four hours prior to the start of the meeting.

F. All Parish Board, Commission or Advisory committees, within thirty (30) days of the
approval of the minutes of a meeting, shall send a copy of said approved minutes to
the Council Clerk. Said copy may be by email, fax or regular mail.

G. In the event, for any reason, the monthly meeting is not held, the Secretary of the
Board, Commission or Advisory committee shall send a notice to the Clerk of the
Council explaining why the meeting was not held. The notice shall be sent within
forty-eight (48) hours of the meeting’s cancellation.

SECTION IV. St. Mary Parish Boards, Commissions and Advisory Committee and
the St. Mary Parish Government Component entities (where the St. Mary Parish Council
appoints 100% of the board members) Location, time and date of meetings, meeting rules
and meeting procedures:

A. All meetings must be held at a public location within the domicile of the respective
Board, Commission or Advisory committee that provides adequate access for the
public to attend such meetings. Factors must include adequate comfortable seating
and parking. If the office of any respective board or commission is not adequate to
provide for such a meeting location, the meetings shall be held at an appropriate
public facility within its domicile. The primary consideration on where to hold such
meetings shall be to accommodate the ability of the public to access the meeting site
and not the convenience of the Board, Commission or Advisory committee members.

B. AIll meetings must be held at an hour and date within the domicile of the respective
board or commission that provides appropriate access for the public to attend such
meetings. No meetings shall commence before the hour of 5:00 p.m. except for
exigent circumstances that require a meeting not in compliance with this provision.
The primary consideration on the hour and date to hold meetings shall be to
accommodate the ability of the public to attend the meeting and not the convenience
of the Commissioners or Members. Notwithstanding the above, no Board,
Commission and Advisory committee shall schedule a meeting at an hour or date that
operates to circumvent the provisions of this section or the Louisiana Open Meetings
Law.

SECTION V. St. Mary Parish Boards, Commissions and Advisory Committee and
the St. Mary Parish Government Component entities (where the St. Mary Parish Council
appoints 100% of the board members) Enforcement:

In the event that a Parochial Subdivision or any of its individual members shall fail to
comply with any of the provisions of this Ordinance, the Chief Administrative Officer of the
Parish may give notice by certified letter that the Parochial Subdivision or one or more of its
individual members is not in compliance with this Ordinance. The Parochial Subdivision or its
members, as applicable, shall have 30 days from receipt of the letter to correct said non-
compliance.



If the Parochial Subdivision or its members are still not in compliance after 30 days, a
second and final notice by certified letter shall be sent to said Parochial Subdivision or members.
Upon receipt of the second notice, the Parochial Subdivision or its members, as applicable, shall
have 15 days to correct said non-compliance. If the Parochial Subdivision or its members are
still not in compliance after 15 days, the Parish Council by majority vote on its own initiative or
upon the recommendation of the Chief Administrative Officer may (i) in the case of non-
compliance by the Parochial Subdivision, remove any or all members from office in its
discretion, or (ii) in the case of non-compliance by one or more members, remove said non-
compliant members from office.

SECTION V. PART 2. Cost of Enforcement.

The Parochial Subdivision shall be responsible for any and all costs arising from its non-
compliance and the enforcement of the provisions of this Ordinance by the Parish, including but
not limited to costs associated with the provision of notice by the Parish.

SECTION VI. The appointment of the Homeland Security Director or his designee
and the appointment of the St. Mary Parish Sheriff or his designee to the 911
Communications District Board shall be exempt from the advertising portion of Section II.
In addition, the 911 St. Mary Communications District shall be exempt from Section 1V,
Part B.

SECTION ViIL. All Board and Commission members appointed to entities not
created by the St. Mary Parish Council(where the St. Mary Parish Council does not
appoint 100% of the board members}the members so appointed shall only follow Section |
and Section Il of this ordinance. In addition, Section | part C. will not apply.

SECTION VIIl.  All laws or parts of laws or ordinancesin conflict herewith are
hereby repealed.

This ordinance shall become effective upon the signature of the President of St. Mary Parish.

This ordinance having been offered and read on this the 22" day of August 2018; having been
published in accordance with law.

ORDINANCE NO.

An Ordinance to replace, amend, and re-enact Ordinance Nos. 743,
796, 1142, 1167, 1168, 1235, 1238, 1249, 1282, 1293, 1308, 1364,
1405, and 1458 establishing general rules and regulations and
establishing fees for use of boat launch facilities, defining the
manner in which user fees shall be dedicated, appointing caretakers
to certain boat launch facilities and providing penalties for
violation of this Ordinance.

BE IT ORDAINED by the St. Mary Parish Council, State of Louisiana in regular session
convened,

SECTION I. It shall be unlawful for any natural person or legal entity to obstruct any
boat ramp or launching facility leased, owned or maintained by the St. Mary Parish Government.
An obstruction is defined to be a mooring, anchoring or parking of any watercraft, motor vehicle,
or other movable, whether self-propelled or not, in such close proximity to such boat ramp or
launching facility so as to impede the use thereof by the general public or otherwise render such
difficult and burdensome.

SECTION II. It shall be unlawful for any natural person to swim, dive, crab or fish
from bridges, wharfs, fishing piers, boat ramps, or launching facilities leased, owned or
maintained by the St. Mary Parish Government. It shall be unlawful for anyone of the age of
seventeen years or older to permit anyone who has not reached his or her seventeen birthday to
swim, dive, crab or fish from any bridge, wharf, boat ramp or launching facility leased, owned,



or maintained by the St. Mary Parish Government. Provided however, fishing and crabbing shall
be allowed at the St. Mary Parish Court House bulkhead property, Burns Point Boat Landing and
Jesse Fontenot Memorial Boat Landing where specifically designated, and swimming shall be
allowed at Burns Point Boat Landing bulkhead and wharf areas where specifically designated by
the St. Mary Parish Government. In locations where so designated that are near Parish owned or
operated bridges, wharfs, boat ramps, launching facilities or fishing piers, the Parish shall erect a
sign which shall comply with the following:

SHALLOW WATER
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SECTION Ill. At all bridges, wharfs, fishing piers, boat ramps or launching facilities,
there shall be erected signs which shall warn the public that diving, swimming, crabbing and
fishing in the area of or from the bridges, wharfs, fishing piers, or public boat ramps or launching
facilities is prohibited.

SECTION IV. It shall be a violation for any natural person or legal entity to remove,
deface or damage any sign erected in compliance with this ordinance. Any party guilty of a
violation of this Section, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall pay a fine of not more than
FIVE HUNDRED AND NO/100 ($500.00) DOLLARS or be imprisoned for not longer than SIX
(6) MONTHS, or both, for each such violation.

SECTION V. No natural person or legal entity shall engage in any commercial activity
at any boat ramp or launching facility that is leased, owned or maintained by the St. Mary Parish
Government, including the adjoining parking areas, roadways and waterways within Three
Hundred (300°) feet thereof. Provided however, the launching of watercraft or the parking of
unoccupied vehicles and watercraft trailers that are attached to a vehicle is permitted. Provided
further however, it shall not be a violation of this Ordinance for any natural person or legal entity
to maintain or operate a Live Bait Vending Machine Service at any Parish boat ramp or
launching facility if that service has been approved by a majority of the St. Mary Parish Council.
The list of approved vendors shall be maintained by the Chief Administrative Officer of the St.
Mary Parish Government.

SECTION VI. No trailers, with or without a boat thereon, shall be parked at any boat
ramp or launching facility that is leased, owned or maintained by the St. Mary Parish
Government unless the trailer is attached to a vehicle. Provided however, it shall not be a



violation of this ordinance during an emergency for a trailer that is not attach to a vehicle to be
parked for a maximum of two hours, or longer than two hours if the St. Mary Parish Sheriff

Department is notified of the nature of the emergency. For purposes of this Section an

“emergency” shall mean, without limitation, an event such as personal injury, a flat tire or other

type trailer failure.

SECTION VII. The St. Mary Parish Government shall cause to be erected at each St.
Mary Parish boat ramp or launch facility, and to the entrance thereof, a notice reading as follows:

NOTICE

NO COMMERCIAL ACTIVITY SHALL BE CONDUCTED AT ANY ST. MARY
PARISH BOAT RAMP OR LAUNCHING FACILITY, INCLUDING THE PARKING
AREAS OR ANY ROADWAY OR WATERWAY WITHIN 300 FEET THERROF. NO
TRAILER SHALL BE DETACHED FROM A VEHICLE AND LEFT ON SUCH
PROPERTY. VIOLATORS ARE SUBJECT TO A FINE OF NOT MORE THAN FIVE
HUNDRED AND NO/100 ($500.00) DOLLARS AND IMPRISONMENT FOR NOT
MORE THAN SIX (6) MONTHS, OR BOTH, FOR EACH SUCH VIOLATION.

ST. MARY PARISH ORDINANCE NO.

SECTION VIII.  No natural person or legal entity shall moor, dock, stop, idle or park any
attended or unattended recreational on, adjacent to, or against any land mass that forms the area
or peninsula of any part of a public boat ramp or launching facility that is leased, owned or

maintained by the St. Mary Parish Government, except at designated boat landing wharf
facilities maintained for such purpose.

recreational or commercial vessel at or near any boat ramp or launching facility that is leased,

SECTION IX. No natural person or legal entity shall moor or dock an unattended

owned or maintained by the St. Mary Parish Government. No attended recreational or

commercial vessel shall be moored or docked for more than 45 minutes at or near such boat
ramp or launching facility. This Section shall not apply in the event of an emergency, provided
that the St. Mary Parish Sheriff Department is notified of the emergency. For the purpose of this

Section an “emergency” shall be defined as in Section VI of this Ordinance.

SECTION X. The St. Mary Parish Government shall cause to be erected at each St.
Mary Parish boat ramp or launching facility at the entrance thereof, a notice reading as follows:

NOTICE

NO RECREATIONAL OR COMMERCIAL VESSEL, EITHER ATTENDED OR
UNATTENDED, SHALL BE DOCKED OR MOORED ON THE LAND MASS AREA
OF THIS BOAT RAMP OR LAUNCHING FACILITY. DOCKING OR MOORING OF
AN ATTENDED VESSEL IS LIMITED TO 45 MINUTES. NO UNATTENDED
RECREATIONAL OR COMMERCIAL VESSEL SHALL BE DOCKED OR MOORED
AT THE BOAT RAMP AND LAUNCHING FACILITY. VIOLATORS ARE SUBJECT
TO A FINE OF NOT MORE THAN FIVE HUNDRED AND NO/100 ($500.00)
DOLLARS AND IMPRISONMENT FOR NOT MORE THAN SIX (6) MONTHS, OR
BOTH, FOR EACH VIOLATION. ST. MARY PARISH ORDINANCE NO.

SECTION XI. Handicapped parking spaces shall be provided at all of the following
Boat Landings within St. Mary Parish, Louisiana. Parking spaces shall be provided for the St.

Mary Parish Sheriff’s Department Search and Rescue at the location specified below:

SECTION XII. No natural person or legal entity shall launch a vessel or park any
vehicle at or on the premises of any boat ramp or launching facility that is leased, owned or
operated by the St. Mary Parish Government without having first paid a fee of ONE AND
NO/100 ($1.00) DOLLAR per day for each vessel launched, or per day for each day said vehicle
is parked at such boat ramp or launching facility. A single such one ($1.00) dollar ticket shall be
required to launch a vessel or park a vehicle on the first day. A ticket that equals the value of
one additional dollar for each additional day the vehicle is parked shall be required. Any portion
of a day shall be considered one day. Each additional day begins at midnight of the day so
indicated on the initial ticket date and the days thereafter. Daily launch tickets are valid only for
use at the location where purchased. In lieu of the daily ticket specified in this section, any
natural person or legal entity may purchase an annual permit as provided in Section XIII of this
Ordinance.

SECTION XIIl.  Any natural person or legal entity may purchase an annual permit
which will enable that natural person or legal entity to use all boat ramp or launching facilities
leased, owned or maintained by the St. Mary Parish Government without the payment of the
ONE AND NO/100 ($1.00) DOLLAR fee set forth in Section XIl. The annual permit shall be
permanently affixed to the vehicle of record. The annual permit is not transferable to another
vehicle.

Annual permits shall expire on September 30" of any year. If the annual fee is paid
between October 1% and December 31% of any year, the fee shall be THIRTY-SIX AND NO/100
($36.00) DOLLARS; if the annual fee is paid between January 1% and March 31% of any year,
the fee shall be TWENTY-SEVEN AND NO/100 ($27.00) DOLLARS; if the annual fee is paid
between April 1% and September 30" of any year, the fee shall be EIGHTEEN AND NO/100
($18.00) DOLLARS.

The daily and annual user fee specified in Sections XII and XIII are subject to the
following rules:

A. All monies collected from the user fee shall be remitted to a special fund
created by the St. Mary Parish Council;

B. Revenues from the special fund so created shall be used to improve, maintain,
and construct public boat ramp and launch facilities owned or operated by the
St. Mary Parish Government;

C. Each launch location shall maintain an individual account of revenues
generated.

SECTION XIV. The Chief Administrative Officer of St. Mary Parish shall establish
such procedures and any equipment or electronic devices that may be necessary and proper to
carry out the intent and purpose of this Ordinance. The Chief Administrative Officer shall
establish guidelines for issuing annual permits for the collection of fees, and proper accounting
procedures to financially comply with this Ordinance. The Chief Administrative Officer is
authorized to designate one or more employees to survey and review each boat ramp and
launching facility to ensure compliance with the ordinance. In addition, the Parish designee may
issue warning tickets to violators of this ordinance to help encourage compliance with this
ordinance. The St. Mary Parish Sheriff department may help enforce the ordinance upon their
own initiative or upon the request of the Parish Chief Administrative Officer.

SECTION XV. The revenues generated by this Ordinance are intended to enhance the
ordinary maintenance and operating services of all boat ramp and launching facilities leased,
owned or maintained by the St. Mary Parish Government.



All daily and annual user fees collected through the implementation of this Ordinance
shall be used for capital improvements and maintenance programs other than ordinary
maintenance. It is the intent hereof that ordinary and usual maintenance of boat launch facilities
shall be derived from other funds of the Parish and not from the funds generated by or through
the implementation of this Ordinance.

Ordinary maintenance is defined as including, but not being limited to, signage, garbage
or trash pickup and disposal, grass cutting, parking lot upkeep, limestone or other fill materials
for the parking lot, replacement of wooden planks on piers, utility cost, liability insurance cost,
permit applications, publishing, and printing expenses.

Capital improvements are defined to be improvements of a permanent nature and shall
include, but not be limited to, the acquisition and installation of surveillance cameras; acquisition
and installation of lighting fixtures; construction of new bulk heading; construction of new piers,
wharfs, or docks; construction of restroom facilities along with all required electrical, water,
sewer, and mechanical improvements; acquisition, installation and maintenance of ticket
machines and pay stations; major repairs of existing bulk heading, piers, wharfs, or docks; major
repairs and/or renovations of restroom facilities; major parking lot improvements and
enhancements; and hard surfacing of parking areas.

Provided, however, that the Council may, by a majority vote, rededicate funds so
generated for the purpose of specific ordinary maintenance items as defined above.

SECTION XVI. The Chief Administrative Officer may at his discretion, provide for and
appoint caretakers or observers at certain boat ramp and launching facilities as he deems
necessary. The Chief Administrative Officer may establish procedures, rules, and regulations for
the caretakers or observers at certain boat ramp and launching facilities within the Parish.

SECTION XVII. All St. Mary Parish Boat Launch Advisory Committees are hereby
abolished.

SECTION XVIII.  Any natural person or legal entity who refuses to comply with the
provisions of this ordinance and who then makes use of any Parish boat ramp or launching
facility in violation hereof, shall be deemed to be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall pay a fine of
not more than FIVE HUNDRED AND NO/100 ($500.00) DOLLARS or be imprisoned for not
longer than SIX (6) MONTHS, or both, for each such violation.

SECTION XIX. All laws in conflict herewith shall hereby be repealed.

This ordinance shall become effective upon publication in the Official Journal.
