The St. Mary Parish Council met on this date in Regular Session with Chairman, Albert Foulcard presiding 

and the following members present: Lionel Metz, Charles Middleton, David Hanagriff, Glen Hidalgo, Ken 

Singleton, Logan Fromenthal, Sterling Fryou, Kevin Voisin and Steve Bierhorst.  Absent was Dr. Tim 

Tregle. 

 

The Invocation was pronounced by Mr. Hidalgo and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. Hanagriff. 

Mr.  Fromenthal moved that the reading of the minutes of the Second Regular Meeting, August 28, 2013 be 

dispensed with and that the same be approved.  Mr.  Fryou seconded the motion, which carried. 

 

Greg Aucoin, Vice President, Port of Morgan City appeared before the Parish Council to introduce Mac 

Wade, the new Executive Director of the Port of Morgan City. 

 

Mac Wade, Executive Director, Port of Morgan City appeared before the Parish Council, commented 

relative to his newly appointed position and expounded relative to the annual Low Water Inspection of the 

Mississippi River & Tributaries (i.e. Atchafalaya River) held on August 22, 2013.  

 

Rudy Sparks, Chairman, Atchafalaya Golf Course Commission appeared before the Parish Council to 

present the Budget and Rate Schedule for consideration of approval by the Parish Council for Fiscal Year 

October 1, 2013 – September 30, 2014. 

 

Mr. Sparks expounded relative to the Atchafalaya Golf Course Total Golf and Restaurant Comparison -

2009-2013; Total Golf Related Income Comparison – 2009-2013; Green Fees Income Comparison – 2009-

2013; Pass Holders Income Comparison- 2009-2013; Ad Link Income Comparison 2009-2013; 

Tournament Revenue Comparison 2009-2013; Other Income – Pro Shop, Cart and Other Rentals 

Comparison 2009-2013; Spring Getaway Special 2013; The Atchafalaya Restaurant Food & Beverage 

Comparison- 2009-2013; F & B – G & A (Banquet) Rental Income Comparison – 2009-2013; Parish Sales 

Taxes Comparison 2009-2013; Total Operating Expenses Comparison – 2009-2013; Operating Expenses 

by Activity Comparison 2009-2013; Play Demographics Comparison 2012-2013; Golf Related Activities; 

i.e., St. Mary Parish High School Golf Program, Nicholls State University Golf Team and Ellendale 

Country Club; Tournament Play 2012-2013 and Green Fee Play 2012-2013; Tournament Fundraisers 

(Economic Impact-St. Mary Parish); Employment (Economic Impact-St. Mary Parish); Proposed 2013 – 

2014 Rates; the Atchafalaya Golf Course at Idlewild 2013-2014 Budget – Summary Report; the 

Atchafalaya Golf Course at Idlewild 2012-2013 Budget – Annual Fees; the Atchafalaya Golf Course at 

Idlewild 2013-2014 Budget – Golf Pro Shop; the Atchafalaya Golf Course at Idlewild 2013-2014 Budget – 

Golf; the Atchafalaya Golf Course at Idlewild 2013-2014 Budget – Grounds and Greens; the Atchafalaya 

Golf Course at Idlewild 2013-2014 Budget – Carts; the Atchafalaya Golf Course at Idlewild 2013-2014 

Budget – Food and Beverage and the Atchafalaya Golf Course at Idlewild 2013-2014 Budget – G & A. 

 

Mr. Sparks commented that the Golf Course has experienced steady growth with total revenues increasing 

from $1.8 million in 2009 to $2.32 million in FY 2012-2013. 

 

Mr. Sparks also commented relative to an increase in game play called Spring Getaway 2013. 

 

Mr. Sparks informed that the Atchafalaya Golf Course at Idlewild received five (5%) of gross revenues 

from the food and beverage operations which brought in $1.2 million in 2012. 

 



Mr. Sparks stated that the largest expense is grounds and greens maintenance which cost approximately 

$750,000 per year. 

 

In regard to demographics, Mr. Sparks stated that in 2013, 49% of plays in St. Mary Parish were residents 

to the Parish, 51% were non-Parish residents and 6% were out-of-state residents. 

 

Mr. Sparks also informed that there were 260 overnight stays in the Parish resulting in tournament plays 

creating approximately $116,000 in revenues into the Parish. 

 

Mr. Sparks stated that the economic impact to the Parish is approximately $750,000. 

Mr. Hidalgo expressed his sentiments in regards to a management company possibly handling the Golf 

Course.  

Mr. Hidalgo expressed his sentiments relative to hiring a consultant company possibly looking into 

managing the Atchafalaya Golf Course at Idlewild. 

Mr. Sparks informed that the matter has been preliminarily investigated; but; the option will be revisited. 

Mr. Hanagriff expressed his views regarding the possibility of an increase in hotel/motel taxes. 

Following detailed discussion relative to the Atchafalaya Golf Course at Idlewild by several Council 

members, Mr. Fromenthal moved that the proposed 2013-2014 Budget and Fee Schedule be approved as 

presented.  Mr. Bierhorst seconded the motion, which carried.  Messrs. Hidalgo and Metz voted No! 

Mark Bogan, 7413 Hwy. 182 Verdunville, appeared before the Parish Council to express his opposition to 

funds being expended on the Golf Course by the Parish. 

 

Mr. Bogan expressed his sentiments regarding funds being directed (in lieu of the Golf Course) to assist 

needy senior citizens and veterans in St. Mary Parish. 

 

Troy Duhon, Scout Master, Troop I and several Boy Scouts appeared before the Parish Council to inform 

that part of their requirements for citizenship as scouts to earn their badge is to attend Parish Council 

Meetings, attend Court Hearings, etc. 

Mr. Naquin, Parish President reported that he and Frank Fink met with Chinese officials on this date in 

Baton Rouge to discuss the possibility of establishing a base in St. Mary Parish for a liquefied natural gas 

plant.       
 

Mr. Naquin also informed that Frank Fink will be attending a meeting on September 12, 2013 in Baton 

Rouge to discuss a proposed Deepwater Port Site in St. Mary Parish. 

 

Mr. Naquin also reported that bids were received on the Bakertown Area Sewer Project. 

 

Mr. Naquin informed that the St. Mary Levee District will meet on September 12, 2013 in the Port of 

Morgan City Meeting Room at 6:00 p.m. 
 

Henry “Bo” LaGrange, Chief Administrative Officer presented his report for a two (2) week period ending 

September 11, 2013. (All items in Mr. LaGrange’s report are informational.) 

  



 

Mr. Voisin introduced the following ordinance: 

 

ORDINANCE NO.  

 

An ordinance authorizing the President of St. Mary Parish to execute a Temporary 

Easement, Servitude and Right-of-Way Agreement with St. Mary Energy, LLC in 

connection with the Point Chevreuil Shoreline Protection project, St. Mary Parish, 

Louisiana. 

 

 BE IT ORDAINED by the St. Mary Parish Council, in regular session convened: 

 

 SECTION 1.  The St. Mary Parish Council does hereby authorize the President to execute a 

Temporary Easement, Servitude and Right-of-Way Agreement with St. Mary Energy, LLC in 

connection with the Point Chevreuil Shoreline Protection project, St. Mary Parish, Louisiana on the 

terms and conditions as contained in the agreements, which is described in Exhibit “A” a copy of 

which is attached hereto and made a part hereof. 

 

 SECTION 2.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby 

repealed. 

 

This ordinance shall become effective upon adoption. 

 

This ordinance having been offered and read on this 11
th

 day of September, 2013; having been

TEMPORARY EASEMENT, SERVITUDE AND RIGHT-OF-WAY AGREEMENT 

 

POINT CHEVREUIL SHORELINE PROTECTION PROJECT 

ST. MARY PARISH, LOUISIANA 

 

STATE OF LOUISIANA 

  

PARISH OF ST. MARY 

 

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into and made effective this ________ day of __________________ 

20____, by and between: ST. MARY ENERGY LLC, tax identification number 

_____________________________, with the business address of 

_________________________________________; herein represented by __________________________, 

its Attorney-in-Fact, hereinafter called the "GRANTOR", as owner of the below described property; and 

the ST. MARY PARISH GOVERNMENT, hereinafter called “ST. MARY PARISH”, herein represented 

by its duly authorized President, PAUL P. NAQUIN, JR. 

 

WITNESSETH: For and in consideration of the promises and undertakings by ST. MARY PARISH 

GOVERNMENT to GRANTOR herein, including the potential benefits to GRANTOR'S lands and benefit 

to public lands and the public benefit in coastal restoration resulting from the referenced project, the receipt 

and adequacy of which are hereby acknowledged, GRANTOR hereby donates and grants unto ST. MARY 

PARISH GOVERNMENT, its successors, assigns or transferees, the temporary rights-of-way, servitudes 

and easements (hereinafter called "the Agreement"), together with the right to enter in, on, and over, 

GRANTOR'S property, for the purposes of planning, constructing, operating, maintaining, monitoring and 

removing of conservation and restorative measures, structures and/or appurtenances as part of the POINT 

CHEVREUIL SHORELINE PROTECTION PROJECT (the "Project") located on lands and water 

covered lands which are owned by GRANTOR ("said Lands"), to-wit: 

 

Property located in Sections 25, 26, 27, 28, 33, 34, and 35, T17S-R09E St. Mary Parish, 

Louisiana, all as shown on Exhibit A, attached hereto and made a part hereof. 

 



GRANTOR hereby warrants that GRANTOR understands the Project and accepts any and all 

impacts to said Lands resulting from construction and implementation of the Project, including any 

impairment, alteration or interference with the natural servitude of drain provided for by Louisiana Law, 

including expressly but not limited to, Louisiana Civil Code Articles 655-658 and/or La. R.S. 38:218. 

 

I. This Agreement includes the rights to enter said Lands, as previously described, to perform any of 

the following activities at the sites or locations identified in the attached Exhibit “A”: 

 

 a. The right to construct, maintain, monitor and remove a segment of artificial breakwater 

shown as “shoreline protection” on Exhibit A; 

 

 b. The right to construct, locate, maintain and service required monitoring devices and 

equipment on portions of said Lands immediately adjacent to the artificial breakwater; 

 

 c. The right to post warning signs or notices on or near appropriate Project features on said 

Lands, as may be deemed necessary by ST. MARY PARISH; 

 

 d. The right to alter or remove structures and/or appurtenances constructed on said Lands by 

ST. MARY PARISH pursuant to the Project; 

 

II. ST. MARY PARISH agrees to give reasonable notice (not less than forty-eight (48) hours) to 

GRANTOR prior to initiation of work, of the coordination of ingress or egress, if necessary, for the 

purposes required in implementing, constructing, maintaining, and monitoring the Project. 

 

III. GRANTOR agrees that, for ordinary inspection, maintenance and repair activities, no structures, 

improvements, constructions, and/or appurtenances constructed by ST. MARY PARISH pursuant to the 

Project shall be adjusted, removed and/or interfered with by GRANTOR or anyone holding rights by, 

through or under GRANTOR, without the prior coordination with ST. MARY PARISH. 

 

IV. ST. MARY PARISH agrees to protect, defend, indemnify and hold GRANTOR harmless against 

and from any loss or liability on account of injuries to (including the death of) persons or to the property of 

others, including reasonable attorney's fees, arising wholly or in part from or in connection with ST. 

MARY PARISH’s operations hereunder on said Lands except for any loss or liability on account of injuries 

resulting from the negligence or willful misconduct of GRANTOR.  GRANTOR shall have no liability to 

ST. MARY PARISH for any damage done to structures or to the Project as a result of the activities of third 

persons. 

 

V. ST. MARY PARISH shall verify that every contractor working on GRANTOR’S property or on 

said Lands shall maintain in full force, during the entire existence of this Agreement, Workman's 

Compensation Insurance in an amount necessary to satisfy the minimum requirements of the laws of the 

State of Louisiana. 

 

VI. ST. MARY PARISH may terminate this Agreement due to lack of funding, convenience, or 

otherwise and thereby terminate maintenance of said structures and/or appurtenances and terminate all 

responsibilities under this agreement.  

 

VIII. This Agreement is made without any warranty or representation as to title, peaceable possession or 

fitness of said Lands for any intended purpose or otherwise.  GRANTOR specifically does not warrant or 

represent the correctness of any survey, or any of the plats attached hereto which purport to show the 

location of said Lands.  If at any time any questions or litigation should arise as to the ownership of any 

part of the Lands, or as to any boundary or limit of any part of the separate and various Lands covered by 

this Agreement, this Agreement shall not be construed to be, or permitted to serve as, evidence or as a basis 

of waiver of any legal rights against any party hereto, or prevent any party hereto from establishing its 

ownership, or having the boundaries or limits of its property determined, in any lawful manner, anything 

herein contained to the contrary notwithstanding. 

 

IX. This Agreement shall become effective as of the effective date hereinabove and shall remain in 

effect for the life of the Project; and, provided further, that if ST. MARY PARISH should fail to commence 

work or improvements on said Lands to implement the Project within two (2) years of ST. MARY 

PARISH’s execution hereof, this servitude shall automatically terminate and ST. MARY PARISH shall 

have no further rights hereunder.   

 



X. This Agreement shall be binding upon, and inure to the benefit of, the parties hereto, their heirs, 

successors in interest, transferees and assigns, however, ST. MARY PARISH shall not transfer, assign or 

encumber this Agreement, or any rights herein, in whole or in part, without the prior written consent of 

GRANTOR. 

 

XI.  This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall constitute an 

original document which shall be binding upon any of the parties executing same. 

 

XII. This Agreement is subject to and subordinate to all of GRANTOR’S existing contracts of record 

affecting said Lands. 

 

XIII. This Agreement does not confer or waive any rights except as expressly provided herein.

A resolution approving the issuance of not exceeding $2,000,000 The 

Industrial Development Board of the Parish of St. Mary, Louisiana, Inc. 

Revenue Bonds (Charenton Canal, L.L.C. Project) Series 2013; and 

providing for other matters in connection therewith. 

 

 

 WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended 

(the "Code") require that an applicable elected representative of a governmental unit approve the issuance 

of revenue bonds after a public hearing following reasonable public notice; and 

 

 WHEREAS, The Industrial Development Board of the Parish of St. Mary, Louisiana, Inc., a public 

corporation and instrumentality of the Parish of St. Mary, State of Louisiana (the "Issuer"), adopted a 

resolution on August 26, 2013, authorizing the issuance, sale and delivery of not exceeding $2,000,000 of 

its Revenue Bonds (Charenton Canal, L.L.C. Project) Series 2013 (the "Bonds"), for the purpose of 

financing the addition of an approximately 100 foot x 225 feet lean to building in addition to the existing 

fabrication building (the “Project”) and paying the cost of issuance of the Bonds; and 

 

 WHEREAS, Charenton Canal, L.L.C., a Louisiana limited liability corporation, or a related legal 

entity or operating entity (the “Company”) is the initial owner and operator of the Project; and 

 

 WHEREAS, it is recognized that the Bonds are being issued for the benefit of the Company; and 

 

 WHEREAS, this Parish Council is the elected legislative body of the Parish of St. Mary, State of 

Louisiana, on behalf of which the Issuer will issue the Bonds, and desires to approve the issuance of the 

Bonds in accordance with the provisions of the Constitution and laws of the State of Louisiana; 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Parish Council of the Parish of St. Mary, State 

of Louisiana, acting as the governing authority of said Parish: 

 

 SECTION 1.  That in accordance with the provisions of the Constitution and laws of the State of 

Louisiana, the issuance of the Bonds described in the second paragraph of the preamble to this resolution 

for the purpose set forth therein is hereby approved. 

 

 SECTION 2.  That this Parish Council shall under no circumstances incur, be liable for or accept 

any financial obligation in connection with the issuance of the Bonds and the Bonds shall never constitute 

an indebtedness or pledge of the general credit of the Issuer, the Parish of St. Mary or the State of 

Louisiana. 

  

SECTION 3.  That the Parish President and the Chairman and Clerk of this Parish Council be and 

they are hereby authorized and empowered to do all acts, sign any and all instruments or documents, and do 

all things necessary and proper in order to carry out the purposes of this resolution.
